15. Listen to books on audiotape, CD, radio and/or computer.

16. Tell your son/daughter stories about you and your family.

17. Respond to your son’s/daughter’s questions.

18. Plan experiences with your son/daughter that provide opportunities for enrichment and discussion.

STANDARDS FOR WRITING:

19. Let your son/daughter see you enjoy writing.

20. Encourage your son/daughter to join the school newspaper, yearbook and/ or literary journal staff.
21. Start and maintain a family journal.
22. Encourage your son/daughter to keep personal and family “To Do” lists.

23. Encourage your son/daughter to write notes, letters, essays and stories.

24. Encourage your son/daughter to write about books read.
